Class Rules

5. Listen and Communicate Respectfully o 	Rationale: Fosters a supportive and attentive classroom environment. 
· Consequences: Verbal warning, name on board, reflective writing assignment, parent contact. 
 
Rewards 
1. Praise and Recognition o 	Positive verbal feedback and praise for good behavior and participation. 
2. Homework Pass o 	One homework pass for turning in all assignments on time for a month. 
3. Classroom Privileges 
o 	Extra recess time, choice of classroom job, or being a class helper for the day. 
4. Points System 
o 	Accumulate points for positive behavior and exchange for small rewards (stickers, pencils, extra computer time). 
5. Class Parties o 	Celebratory events for meeting class-wide behavior goals. 
 
Procedures 
1. Entering the Classroom o 	Enter quietly, place belongings in designated areas, and begin the bell-ringer activity. 
2. Transitioning Between Activities 
o 	Follow the signal for transitions and move quietly and quickly to the next task. 
3. Asking for Help o 	Raise your hand and wait to be called on, or place a help card on your desk. 
4. Turning in Assignments o 	Place completed work in the designated tray before leaving the classroom. 
5. End-of-Day Routine 
o 	Clean up your area, gather personal items, and wait quietly for dismissal instructions.
